Hopefully with this unpredictable summer weather, rain, rain, humidity, humidity and 
more humidity, it does not interfere with the joy of your summer vacation you are having with your children and grandchildren.  Well 
just enjoy the present moment, because before you know it, they will be back in school. 
 
Last weekend was the Feast of the Most Holy Trinity Sunday, and it marked the closing of the Easter season of 2017.  I had two 
Masses, 9:30am and 11:00am, and guess what?  I broke a record!  It was one of the shortest Masses Iôve ever had due to how short 
my sermon was.

Or St. Augustine, who spent most of his life meditating on this mystery.  The legend told was that one day he was spending time and 
walked on the beach, meditating on the mystery of the Trinity, and he saw a little boy running back and forth with a seashell dipping 
it in the oceanôs water into a hole he dug in the sand.  Augustine stopped and asked the boy what he was doing, and the child said 
he was going to put the whole ocean into the small hole.  Augustine laughed and told the boy, ñchild, that is impossible.ò  The child 
without looking at him continued what he was doing and responded, ñthen sir, it is also impossible to understand the Trinity.ò  At the 
same time, learning from my professor, the deceased Fr. Steven Duffy, who taught me about the Trinity 35 years ago, at the end of 
that semester, I asked him if he could give me a summary of the whole course that we learned.  Well, he laughed and the next day 
he gave me a blank paper with three wordséòIgnorance.  It is a Mystery.ò  So, I used this to make my sermon short, based on my 
own experience about the Trinity.  Dealing with mystery, either you believe or you donôt believe, because during the mystery let God 
be God, no discussion needed, no explanation is needed and no talking is needed.  Because the more you talk, the more you will 
end up with nothing! 
 
First, I would like to apologize to the Ushers for missing their meeting last Thursday, June 8th, due to a previous commitment.  I 
heard that it was a good time with plenty of food and desserts, and sharing their fellowship. Even though we opened the invitation for 
new members both male and female, no one showed up.  Please consider joining us in this ministry.  We would love to have some 
new Ushers. 
 
Two weeks ago, we held a CCD appreciation dinner for all of the CCD teachers and volunteers who helped this past year.  It was 
held at Perrinôs Restaurant and everyone had a wonderful time.  The food was really good, especially the dessert, bread pudding 
with rum sauce.  I ate two pieces.  By the time I got home, ñI felt the earth move under my feetéò:    I donôt know what everyone was 
talking about, but everybody was happy, and that made me happy too.  Bravo to all of the teachers, volunteers, and especially Ms. 
Kelly Wilbert, who has been our Coordinator for many years. 
 
As I mentioned last weekend, we welcome our new priest in residence, Fr. Tom McCann, who was the former pastor of St. Charles 
Borromeo in Destrehan.
